Time  – There are 2 camps running this year: JUNE

Venue – Challenge Ranch, 160 Hensons Road Somersby 
– 40 minutes from Berowra, 50 minutes from Asquith. 
 

Cost - Dad & 1 child - $144.  Dad & 2 children - 
$196.  Dad & 3 or 4 children - $218.  The cost 
includes accommodation, organised camp activities, 
dinner, breakfast and lunch. 
 

BYO bedding – bunks have mattresses only.  Depending 
on numbers, we will need to ask some to BYO mattress –  

Meals (dinner, breakfast, lunch) are provided, but you 
might like to bring some snacks.
