 Death of  Alfred Guest  

Recently, I attended the funeral of Alfred Guest (1915-
2007) at Turramurra. In a very illustrious life, Alfred served 
as a catechist in the Diocese of Parramatta and the 
Archdiocese of Sydney.  He taught for more than 40 years 
in a number of schools: Yasmar Boys Home where he 
took state school students to Mass on Sunday, 
Drummoyne Boys High, Concord High, Merrylands High, 
Parramatta High and Hill Top Road Public School. Alfred 
was also involved in the St Vincent de Paul Society and 
the Knights of the Southern Cross. He received an award 
from the Governor General for service to state schools as 
a catechist. In 2003, Alfred was honoured as the longest-
serving catechist in the Diocese of Parramatta, pictured 

here with his daughter Philippa Ryan and catechists Annette Hartmann (Parramatta) 
and Cathy Murace (Kellyville).
