On Sunday October

18 members of the Ku-Ring-Gai Chase Parish “Stood Up” at St Patrick’s
Church. They gathered as part of “Stand Up, Take Action. End Poverty Now”.
This is a movement taking place around the world demanding world leaders to
keep the promises they made in the year 2000 to achieve the Millennium
Development Goals. The goals are a set of eight benchmarks to eradicate
extreme poverty, achieve universal education, promote gender equality and
empower women, reduce child mortality, improve maternal health, combat
major diseases, ensure environmental sustainability and develop a global
partnership for development by the year 2015.The numbers will be added to
the numbers from around Australia and the world to attempt to break the
Guinness World Record for the largest mobilization of human beings in
recorded history. 173,045,325 participants world-wide took part in last Sunday’'s STAND UP event. Many thanks to
those who took part in our liturgy at St Patrick’s Asquith — your presence was greatly appreciated.

SOCIAL JUSTICE COMMENT The visitors and parishioners who attended our film night on Wednesday had a very
interesting evening. The film was inspirational and the director, Michael Longbottom, who spoke to us on diverse topics
concerning the aboriginal problems as a whole, not just in La Perouse, was delightful and knowledgeable and we all
came away “wanting more”. Thanks to the representative from HARR (Hornsby Area Representatives for
Reconciliation) who gave us an insight into the positive happenings with Reconciliation in the Hornsby area. Thanks
too to all those who made the effort to join us — and to those who couldn’t, you missed a great evening.

10 weeks from now, the final talks begin in Copenhagen on the next United Nations treaty
to end the climate crisis. Three outcomes are possible: the talks could collapse ;

strophe. The UN's top climate
scientist told reporters this week that the outcome won't be known until "the last minute."
It's in times like this -- when anything could happen -- that people power makes the
greatest difference.

treaty -- is set to expire in 2012 . The December talks in Copenhagen will decide what happens next. To show people-
support, hundreds of activities have been planned throughout the world for next Saturday to show we CARE.
